The State and Federal Governments do not currently offer
capital assistance to Catholic schools for the construction of
kindergartens on a school site.

Due to the expense of constructing a kindergarten, there is
a significant barrier to the establishment of kindergartens
on Catholic school sites, particularly for schools located in
lower socio-economic communities.
